Re: OQ Covered Task Requirements and the Acceptance of OQSG’s Complete Covered Task List and Evaluation Methods for Contractors
Beginning January 1, 2008 BP will be requiring written and performance verification, where necessary by our plan, for all covered tasks regardless of the provider used.  This letter is for notification purposes and a reminder will be sent out later in the year containing the specific guidelines for qualification.

BP US Pipelines & Logistics’ OQ Committee currently accepts NACE and NCCER qualifications for OQ qualified contractors. 
To assist contractors with our new requirements BP has completed a review of OQSG’s Onshore Tasks and will immediately begin accepting all of the OQSG Onshore Covered Tasks in addition to their already accepted Underwater Tasks.  
Details of each Task, Subtask, Purpose, Elements, Abnormal Operating Conditions, Requalification Cycle, Prerequisites will be added to the BP US Pipelines & Logistics OQ Plan and can also be found on OQSG’s web site, www.oqsg.com. The Tasks will also be added to ISNetworld and can be found in the accompanying Excel spreadsheet.  In the spreadsheet there are two worksheets.  The first worksheet is an overview of the task list.  The second sheet contains the requirements for each task.  These are what qualifications must be met for each task; whether it is NACE, NCCER or OQSG. 
OQSG task qualifications have imbedded AOC’s and do not require any additional qualification requirements for Abnormal Conditions.
